Abstract: The 7th graders will present the final results of their research project using the THEMIS camera. They studied the lava tubes on Mars and discovered a a “skylight” cave on Pavonis Mons. Only eight such caves have been discovered in the past and they were all found on Arsia Mons. 

The 8th graders will present the results of their research project using the HiRISE camera. They acquired two HiRISE images over two years that clearly showed cinder cone volcanoes with lava flows. Their research supports a team of French scientists that have a theory that these cinder cone volcanoes were responsible for the release of water in the Hydraotes Region northeast of Valles Marineris..
